**NOTE: On the first day of class, we’ll start Project 1: a small, raised metal dish. I’ll be using 20-gauge brass to demo, but you’re welcome to use copper as well. Brass and copper sheet metal are also available locally at ACE hardware.
Week 2 we”ll begin our next project- a solid metal bolo (or pendant) in brass, again you’re also welcome to use copper or a mixture of metals. I’ll be using 18-gauge brass to demo, but you’re welcome to use remaining 20 gauge from our previous project to save on material costs.
