COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course is all about creating jewelry from vintage and antique flatware. We will cover how to make two different styles of spoon rings, as well as how to make a two-piece bracelet with a clasp closure. There will be enough free time in class to make several pieces. The instructor can also help with other types of flatware jewelry. 

Bring your own flatware or buy some from the instructor in class. Most silverplate and sterling patterns work for jewelry, but a lot of stainless patterns are too thick to bend. 


COURSE OUTLINE

Week 1: Go over types of silverware, which silverware works best for jewelry, and where to source silverware. Go over the tools and the steps needed to make a spoon ring. Start making your spoon ring. 

Week 2: Go over steps and tools for making a spoon bracelet as well as different types of clasps. Start making your spoon bracelet or continue with spoon rings.

Week 3: Continue working on rings/bracelets or any other spoon jewelry projects with help from the instructor. 

Week 4: Continue working on rings/bracelets or any other spoon jewelry projects with help from the instructor. 

REQUIRED MATERIALS

· Silverplate or sterling flatware pieces for making your jewelry. You can look at local antique stores or ebay. 
· Clasps for bracelets. I use these from Amazon. 
· Jump rings for attaching bracelet pieces to each other and to clasp. I use these from Amazon, for attaching clasps to bracelets. I use these from amazon, to attach bracelet pieces to each other. 
· Beads or charms to use as decorations on the center connecting ring on bracelets. Beads can be found on amazon, or purchased in person at Michaels or Hobby Lobby. Beads should be frilled through the center. Charms should have a top loop to attach from. 

The instructor will have flatware pieces, as well as clasps and jump rings, available to purchase during class for $2-5.
