(NOTE: if you are following Amber’s linear curriculum, it is recommended to take Serging Fundamentals following completion of Garment Construction.)
 
COURSE DESCRIPTION 
This course is designed for those new to serging, those who haven’t used the serger in a while, those afraid of their machines, those who want to build a stronger foundation in their serging knowledge, or those who need a refresh on the basics of serging.  Students learn in-depth knowledge of their sergers, while mastering the fundamentals of serging through making a personal serger guidebook. Students learn to thread the serger correctly, understand tensions, adjust cutting widths, use differential feed, master critical techniques, and learn the basics of construction on a serger.

Week 2: The Perfectly Balanced Stitch; Tensions, Stitch Length, Stitch Width
Week 3:  Differential Feed; The Elements of Serged Seams
Week 4: Serging Curves and Corner; Rolled Hems
Week 5: Serged Seam Construction Techniques
Week 6: Serger Construction Techniques Continued; Intro to Serged Garment Construction Basics
Week 7: Serger Garment Construction Basics Continued; Begin Final Project 
Week 8: Final Project Completed
