COURSE DESCRIPTION
In this course, students will explore their sewing abilities learned in Sewing Fundamentals & Sewing Fundamentals Expanded, through working on an instructor-chosen simple pattern. Students will learn the following: how to understand and work from a pattern; the keys to modify a simple pattern; and the basics of taking and working from measurements. Students will continue mastering more sophisticated sewing techniques in this more advanced course.

Week 2: Tracing, Marking, cutting out patterns, Cutting fabric
Week 3: Construction, Sewing Techniques, Intro to Fitting
Week 4: Fitting continued, Basic Tailoring, Hemming

Week 6: Pockets and Embellishments
Week 7: Advanced Skills to Master
Week 8: Completion of Projects
