COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course provides individual guided instruction for the student’s personal sewing projects at their specific skill level. Students must complete Sewing Fundamentals to participate in the course. With the guidance of the instructor, students will further develop their sewing abilities through working on the project of their choice to master more advanced sewing techniques.

REQUIRED MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES
A working, preferably recently serviced, sewing machine (see note in the section below—you will need to bring this to and from each class meeting) 
Notebook and pen for taking notes 
Students will be required to provide all supplies, tools, and notions for their personal projects.
Supplies required for the first night of class include a notebook and pen for notes, a serviced sewing machine, electric cord, foot pedal, machine manual, and all tools (feet, bobbins, and accessories that came with the machine)
